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Abstract: Under the pressures of integration of Europe and the stagnation of development
of national higher education, Ukraine joined the Bologna Process in 2005. From then, Ukraine
reformed its system of higher education in such areas as the degree system, quality assurance
system and credit transfer system. Ukraine not only gets some achievements in this reform, but
also faces challenges, including coexistence of old and new higher education institutions, the di-
vergence between government and autonomy, the crisis of marketization of higher education, the
contradiction of cooperation and competition of higher education. Ukrainian higher education will
become more competitive than before.
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
