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The Institutional Framework and Application of
Scholarship of Teaching

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Abstract: In recent years, the university scholarship of teaching steps into the vision of ed-
ucation research. Scholarship of teaching could be achieved only by virtue of its institutionaliza-
tion. With the help of sociology organization methods, the institutional framework of scholarship
of teaching consists of three elements: regulation, specification and culture-cognition. Compared
with other academic development process of teaching, the institutional framework has not only
absorbed content of policies and regulations, but also emphasized profession ethic, common con-
struction and culture-cognition, which makes its construction force stronger and more impression-
able than general teaching scholarship progress. The institutional framework of scholarship of
teaching can explain the imbalance of the relationship between teaching and research, and the
decline of teaching quality.
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
